











INTERLIBRARY LOAN POLICY





Interlibrary loan enables you to borrow materials not available in the Bonham Public Library’s collection.  Libraries do no lend rare, fragile, or high demand media.  Most libraries do not lend genealogy, microfilm or items designated as reference in their catalog.  Libraries are under no obligation to lend materials!





Who is eligible for Interlibrary Loan Services?





The Interlibrary Loan Service is available to all persons eligible for a Bonham Public Library card.  To request materials your library card must be current and your account must be in good standing.  (No unpaid fines and no overdue materials)





What materials may be borrowed?





Books, Microfilm and Photocopies of periodical articles may be requested and copies must be in compliance with the Copyright Law of the United States (Title 17, United States Code).





What materials may NOT be borrowed?





Books published within the last 6 months, rare books, most dissertations and theses, genealogy and reference materials.  Videos, DVD’s, Books on Tape or Books on CD may not be requested!





Is there a fee for this service?





Our library does not charge a fee for this service, but we do require that patrons pay the return postage.  Some lending libraries do charge fees to lend books and copy articles, and we will notify patrons of any cost involved and obtain their authorization before fees are charged.  All such fees are the sole responsibility of the user and must be paid when the item is picked up.  Interlibrary loan materials returned late will be assessed a fine of $1.00 per day, per item.  * Failure to return items can constitute the offense of Theft as described in Chapter 31 of the Penal Code of the State of Texas.  Each item can be a separate offense or the value of all items can be added together to enhance the penalty for the offense.  The library is prepared to file criminal charges for items not returned.  Patrons must pay for damaged materials.  The cost of any damages will be determined by the lending library.





How long can items be kept?





The loan period for an item is set by the lending library.  It can vary from a week to a month.  Most  lenders do not allow renewals!





How long will it take the item to arrive?





The request can take anywhere from 10 days to six weeks.





*All requests for Interlibrary Loans must be made in person at the Bonham Public Library.  A request form must be filled out for each item borrowed.  Patrons must sign and date the request form.
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
